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Tribal Land Acknowledgement

Southern Oregon University is located within the ancestral
homelands of the Shasta, Takelma, and Latgawa peoples who
lived here since time immemorial. These Tribes were displaced
during rapid Euro-American colonization, the Gold Rush, and
armed conflict between 1851 and 1856. In the 1850s, discovery
of gold and settlement brought thousands of Euro-Ameri-
cans to their lands, leading to warfare, epidemics, starvation,
and villages being burned. In 1853 the first of several treaties
were signed, confederating these Tribes and others together
— who would then be referred to as the Rogue River Tribe.
These treaties ceded most of their homelands to the United
States, and in return they were guaranteed a permanent home-
land reserved for them. At the end of the Rogue River Wars in
1856, these Tribes and many other Tribes from western Or-
egon were removed to the Siletz Reservation and the Grand
Ronde Reservation. Today, the Confederated Tribes of Grand
Ronde Community of Oregon (www.grandronde.org) and the
Confederated Tribes of Siletz Indians (www.ctsi.nsn.us) are liv-
ing descendants of the Talkelma, Shasta, and Latgawa peoples
of this area. We encourage YOU to learn about the land you
reside on, and to join us in advocating for the inherent sover-
eignty of Indigenous people.

In consideration of those who may be allergic to heavy scents,
please refrain from wearing strong perfume or cologne
at our concerts.

became apparent. They received numerous awards: first they caused

a stir at the Gianni Bergamo Award in Lugano, Switzerland, where
they were awarded second prize. Due to this success, the trio was accepted
into the “Le Dimore del Quartetto” network, which later awarded them
the prize for Ensemble of the Year 2021. In the same summer they received
several special prizes at the “ISA Festival” in Austria such as for the best
interpretations of Viennese Classical Music, work by Bohuslav Martind
or the Czech Contemporary Chamber Music. A few days later they won
first prize at the “International Filippo Nicosia Award” in Italy.

S hortly after its formation in 2019, the trio’s talent and deep musicality

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In 2021, Trio Bohémo not only received the first prize, but
also the audience prize at the “International Johannes
Brahms Competition” in Austria and only few weeks later
they won the “International Parkhouse Award” in London.

During 2022 and 2023, Trio Bohémo continued to achieve
successes on the competition circuit and with their debuts.
The trio was on BBC Radio’s 3 ‘In Tune’ show. This was
followed by first prize and prize for the best interpretation
of the composition by S. Vainiunas at the “Stasys Vainiunas
International Chamber Music Competition” in Vilnius,
Lithuania. Few days later they were awarded the top prize
at the “International Joseph Joachim Competition” in
Weimar (without awarding the first prize) and prize for best
performance of a contemporary piece. The “ISA Festival” in
Austria once again gave Trio Bohémo an award, this time
for the best chamber music ensemble with piano.

In 2023 they received first prize, prize for the best
interpretation of Joseph Haydn, and the audience prize at the
“International Joseph Haydn Chamber Music Competition”
in Vienna. The trio also won third prize and the audience

International Music Competition”. On top of that, Trio Bohémo was
selected to receive the prestigious prize of the “Czech Chamber Music
Society”.

Debut concerts include the Vienna Musikverein, Wigmore Hall in London
and Stoller Hall in Manchester, UK. They performed at numerous festivals
such as the Prague Spring, CZ, Schwarzwald Musikfestival, DE and in
Gent at the Festival van Vlaanderen, BE.

Trio Bohémo was member of the “European Chamber Music Academy”
from 2020-2022 and studied under the direction of Hatto Beyerle,
Johannes Meissl|, Patrick Jadt or Avedis Kouyoumdjian.

Thanks to the generous support of Dr. Jan Telensky Matous plays on an
impeccable copy of the Antonio Stradivari ‘Willemotte’ violin made by
Florian Leonhard and on a unique violin by Matteo Goffriller. Kristina
plays a beautiful cello by Fausto Maria Bertucci.

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Program Notes

CMC offers informative, entertaining pre-concert lectures one hour
before every performance (6:30pm for evenings and 2pm for matinees).

Dvorak
Piano Trio, Op. 90 “Dumky” (1891)

Winning the major awards of the Austrian State Stipendium in
1873, 1874, and 1877 freed Dvorak from financial worries and so-
lidified his career. By the time he applied for that first award, he
was already an accomplished composer, having written his first
three symphonies, several overtures, first four string quartets, the
song cycle Cypresses, and Alfred, his first of ten operas. Brahms
was a judge for those last two prizes and immediately recognized
Dvorak’s greatness in both the European classical tradition and
his special gift for folk-like composition. He assisted Dvorak im-
mensely with his encouragement, and by recommending him to
the influential publisher Simrock.

The final piece fell into place when Simrock published his Slavon-
ic Dances in 1878. Dvoralk suddenly found himself in international
demand by several orchestras and never looked back. And while
Brahms wrote the most distinguished collection of chamber mu-
sic after Beethoven, Dvorak — with 14 string quartets, four piano
trios, two piano quartets, two piano quintets, and a string sextet
among many others — proved a worthy rival to Brahms’s accom-
plishments.

Brahms occasionally turned to folk music, with such works as
Hungarian Dances and the Gypsy Rondo finale for his G Minor pi-
ano quartet, but he saw that this was truly Dvorak’s home turf.
Dvoralds greatness rests on his “integration of natural [foll] me-
lodic beauty with the formal depth and spiritual profundity of Bee-
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thoven, Brahms, and Wagner” (musicologist Leon Botstein). But
even Dvorak left that blending of folk-like style and classical tradi-
tion behind in perhaps his most overtly foll-oriented composition:
tonight’s Dumky Piano Trio.

While the vocal ‘Dumka’ (singular; ‘Dumky’ is plural) first appeared
in Poland and Ukraine in the 16th century, instrumental Dumky
flourished in the later half of the 19th century. They were a poetic
tribute native to Slavic nations, mixing a slow, melancholy lament
with passages of faster, wild exuberance. Composers such as Mus-
sorgsky, Tchaikovsky, Balakirev, Lysenko, and Bella wrote them.
But not surprisingly “the most familiar examples are Czech, many
of them by Dvoral” (New Grove Dictionary).

Dvorak totally abandons the classical chamber tradition in to-
night’s trio. His six Dumky movements avoid sonata form entirely,
and he also avoids any tonal center by setting each movement in
a different key (E Minor, C-sharp Minor, A Major, D Minor, E-flat
Major, and C Minor). Instead, the focus shifts to individual themes
and the vivid juxtaposition of contrasting moods. In the opening

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movement, listen for the transformation of the violin and cello
lament into a faster dance-like theme. The C-sharp Minor sec-
ond movement is the only one that also ends in minor; all the rest
conclude brightly in major mode. After the tender lyricism of the
third-movement lament, the fourth movement provides the great-
est complexity with three separate themes.

After a slow introduction, the fifth movement offers the wildest
Dumbka of them all. It also shows Dvorak’s symphonic breadth, as
that introduction later receives extensive development. The open-
ing C Minor lament of the finale is “perhaps the most poignant of
them all” (Peter Laki) before giving way to a tender coda in C Major.
In 1891, Dvoralk knew he was heading for a multi-year stay in the
United States the following year, so he toured Bohemia (Czecho-
slovakia), giving 40 concerts of this Dumky Trio — a nationalist
valentine to his native land.

Christou
Duordk in Cyprus (2022)

Born in Cyprus in 1978, Marios Christou currently resides in Prague.
This polymath composes, conducts, solos in the ancient Orthodox
Byzantine vocal style, and teaches at various institutions. His ex-
tensive conducting includes collaborations with the Philkallia En-
semble (performing music inspired by the Orthodox tradition), the
Prague Chamber Choir, the Schola Gregoriana Pragensis, and the
Ensemble Versus.

His compositions draw upon analogous wide-ranging influenc-
es. Christou displays a great sense of humor, often combining the
Greek music of his native Cyprus with various Czech and modern-
ist styles. A recent work for clarinet and string quartet, Beethoven
in Greece, features Greek folk style and accents integrated with oc-
casional references to Beethoven’s 7th symphony. Dvordk in Cy-
prus follows a similar format. Not to be confused with Dvoral’s
Cypresses, Christou writes, “It was commissioned by the Trio Bo-
hemo...a desire for a Czech composition but with a touch of Greel
style and plenty of humor. It is a result of playful composing...and
combines elements of two very distant worlds.”

Schubert
Piano Trio in E-flat Major, D. 929 / Op. 100 (1828)

Schubert earned a comfortable life in the Vienna of the 1820s pub-
lishing dances for piano and his lieder. But by the end of his life,
he wanted to be known as something beyond a ‘song and dance’
composer. Tonight’s E-flat Piano Trio helped him realize some of
those dreams, as it became his first piece published outside of Vi-
enna (by Probst, in Leipzig). Biographer Christopher Gibbs writes
that “at the end of his life, Schubert was writing his greatest music.”
They include the song cycle Winterreise and the collection of late
songs posthumously published as Schanengesang; the final three
piano sonatas as well as the four Impromptus and three Klavier-
stucke; the final string quartet in G Major; the two Piano Trios; and
the glorious String Quintet in C Major. He had at least the private
satisfaction of knowing that “during his final two years, Schubert
created his supreme compositions” (Gibbs).

None of his symphonies was performed publicly during his lifetime.
His gth Symphony received its premiere performance in 1839 (under
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Mendelssohn) and the “Unfin-
ished” in 1865, almost 40 years
after Schubert’s death. Though
so much of his greatest music
was not printed or performed
during his lifetime, in the 1820s
he finally earned some critical
esteem. “The sheer number of
reviews, as well as their length
and import increased dramat-
ically” (Gibbs) which renders
his early death at age 31 all the
more tragic.

However, the E-flat Piano
Trio was a joyous exception.
Schubert planned it as the
centerpiece of the only public =SS
concert of his works. Though
long overdue, that concert took place only in his last year: March
26,1828 — chosen by Schubert to honor the first anniversary of Bee-
thoven’s death. His tribute to Beethoven extended to the second
movement of the trio, which included a reference to the Marcia fu-
nebre of the Eroica symphony. At least Schubert had this one public
celebration of his late works. Including a string quartet movement
and late Lieder, the concert was a commercial and critical success.

Schubert’s lyricism permeates all the instrumental genres he com-
posed, and in his most ambitious works generates pieces “that are
quite different from Beethoven” (Gibbs) — and the latter’s short
motivic bursts. The Sonata form first movement creates a typically
lyrical and spacious (630 bars) effect, providing at least six different
themes. Listen especially for the secondary theme after dramatic
trills, a soft staccato melody in balanced 4-bar phrases also display-
ing Schubert’s harmonic richness in the remote key of B Minor. Yet
typical of his late mastery, “all six themes are related” (musicologist
I<ai Christiansen).
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The second movement Funeral March opens softly in C Minor (the
same key as Beethoven’s funeral march) in a marked, almost stac-
cato fashion. Schubert sets it in A B A B A form. He concludes this
opening ‘A’ theme with a brief quotation of Swedish folk song.
He shifts to the sunlight of major mode for the ‘B’ theme, which
features constant dialogue between violin and cello. But as in so
many late slow movements, that light atmosphere suddenly dark-
ens with passionate outbursts.

Schubert’s late mastery includes sophisticated counterpoint. The
Scherzo and Trio opens with the strictest form of the genre, a 27-
bar canon led by piano with strings following identically. In con-
trast to the soft lyricism of the Scherzo, the Trio provides a force-
ful contrast with numerous accents. Although Schubert trimmed
more than 100 bars in his last version of the Sonata Rondo finale, it
still clocks in at a spacious 748 bars. Robert Schumann, who great-
ly admired Schubert and helped publicize his late masterpieces,
referred to this movement as one of Schubert’s “heavenly lengths.”

Schubert’s delightful primary theme (refrain) in the piano, of course,
consists of balanced, 4-bar phrasing. But this is late Schubert, and
the ‘simple’ theme comes in for extensive elaboration and devel-
opment later.

Again, the publicly performed triumph of this Trio proved an excep-
tion. The full scope of what Schubert composed in private during
his final years “eluded even his most sympathetic admirers” (Gibbs).
